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Three new species of Mecoptera from Yunnan

Abstract: The present paper deals with three new species of Mecoptera collected from Yunnan, China. All the
type specimens are kept in the Zhejiang Museum of Natural History. D Panorpa triclada sp. nov belongs to the
diceras group, and it differs fom P. kimminsi Carpenter by the pterostigmal band incomplete posteriorly fading
abruptly behind Ry, by the shape of the preepiproct. Holotype o allotype ¥, 1999-06-02, Cangshan,
Yunnan. @ Negpanowpa uncinella sp. vov differs from N. menghaiensis Zhou, by the pterostigmal band
complete, by the preepiproct slender, with truncated apex, by the posterior process of tergum 3 triangular in basal
1/2, dender in apical half, extending 1/2 length of tergum 4. Holotype 2, paratype 1 3, 2000-06-11,
Cangshan, Yuman. @ Negpanorpa pendula sp. nov somewhat resembles N. validipennis Chenf. Tt differs from
that species in the base lobe of dististyle flared dorsally, the expansion pendulous, in the shape of the preepiproct.
Holotype 3, 2000-06-04, Cangshan, Yunnan.
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
